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Game Types 

These game types are used for general purpose communications, scheduling, and website 
convention. 

The following game types are all considered to be THSLL League games and all THSLL League 
games will be one of the following types: These types do not include tournament games or away 
games between non-THSLL teams and Member programs. 

 

JV Games between JV teams. Varsity teams in programs without a JV team may 
schedule and play a JV game with a JV team provided that no seniors play in a 
JV game. Seniors are not allowed to play in JV games. 10 minute quarters. 

DII District Division II count league games, within the THSLL District. Games count 
towards District playoff record. 

DI District Division I count league games, within the THSLL District. Games count towards 
District playoff record. 

Non-District Varsity games with any other THSLL team. Games count towards the overall 
team record. Games do NOT count towards the District playoff record. Does 
not include tournament games or games with non - THSLL teams. JV teams 
may schedule and play non-district games with the clear understanding and 
agreement that seniors are allowed to play in non-district varsity games. 

District Playoffs Official District level playoff and District championship games. 

State Playoffs State final four and championship games. 

Inter-District Division I required games with THSLL teams from the other 2 Districts. These 
games are taken into consideration towards the voting process for the state 
playoff final four wildcard team selection. 

Notes: 1.) 8th (and below) graders are not allowed to play in any THSLL game. 

 2)  Scrimmages are not considered league games and should not be listed on the district 

website schedules.
