THSLL Website - What is it and what is it used for?

The league leases a virtual server system from NameBUB.com on a yearly
basis. It is a Linux based computer system that is located in Phoenix in a
world class computer data center. This system allows the maximum
flexibility without any limits on types of software, custom programs,
databases, and number of websites.

The primary focus of the system is to use the web and internet as a cost
effective means for THSLL to communicate with the membership. As you
will see in this presentation, it has become a large part of the
Infrastructure of the league. The websites and software applications are
used as tools to help manage and administer the league functions,
processes and policies. Archives and document repositories built into the
system, enable league information to be preserved and provide a wealth
of historical information.

Basic Controls

The main site is built with wordpress (wordpress.org)

The top navigation bar has three man sections
— Main: The main page of the site (see slide).
— About: A description of THSLL and the website.

— Contact: A form that can be filled out with a question or comment. It is sent via
email directly to the commissioner when submitted.

The site postings are divided up into categories.

Archives are kept of all posts and can be viewed by month, category, or
keyword search.

How to Post an Article
Login and select the “Write” tab.
Write your post and then to preview click on “Save and Continue Editing”.

Click on “Publish” when the post is complete and it will be displayed on the main site.
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League Information Repositories

 The information repositories are used to store current and historical league
documents. There are three repositories types:

— League Information: This is public viewable and password protected for
uploading files. League policies, procedures, rules, meeting minutes, etc. is
stored in this area.

— Private League Information: This is BOD member only, a hidden link and needs a
password to view and upload files. (see instructions at thsll.org/site-help)

— District Information: Public viewable and located on the district sites. Has both
main and season sections. The season section is archived for each season and
viewable through the “Season Archives” menu. This is mainly used for
distributing documents to teams.

 Board members are encouraged to store there documents in the

appropriate repository area.

 Navagation Menu

— Schedules: Provides a way to look at division wide schedules for the
given district.

— Standings: Calculated from game score data.
— Contact List: Team Contacts

— Document Repository: Documents that are stored by the Coordinators
and contain information for the teams.

— Game Report/Email Coordinator: These are mailto links to sent
Information to the Coordinators. (Your browser and email must be setup
to use these)

— Season Archives: Access to district information from previous seasons.

« Game Information: Schedules and Scores

 Team Descriptions: Season Outlook, Players to Watch, Team Roster, Team
Photo, Team Statistics, Season Summary, and Team Emergency Plan.

Scheduling and Scores Process

Schedules are entered by the districts into their respective sites. These tentative
schedules are immediately viewable when entered so that each team can cross
check.

Team information must be up to date on the THSLL district pages so that the
correct information can be loaded onto the SWLOA site. Only valid dues paying
teams should be on the website and in turn will be in the schedule system.

Once these schedules are approved by the commissioner, there is a one time load
to the SWLOA system (usually about Dec 1st). At this point all changes must be
made on the SWLOA site and the Assignors can start to assign the game
officials.

The auto transfer of the game info from SWLOA to THSLL is now fully functional.
A transfer is scheduled to run every hour. This means that if you make a change
to the SWLOA site then it will show up on the THSLL site within the hour.

THSLL Coordinators work with SWLOA Assignors to finalize the schedules.
Coordinators will see the assigned officials show up on the SWLOA schedules
pages. A new THSLL team should never be created on the SWLOA site by the
Assignor or Coordinator. New teams must be added to the translation table by the
webmaster.

The system will transfer the games scores once the officials game report is filed.
This will keep our box scores page and standings up to date automatically through
the database. Laxpower will be able to pickup the scores from the box score page.

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Scheduling and Scores Process

sCoordinators will see only their district team information.

sCoordinators can click on the game date to load or change scores.
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Scheduling and Scores Process

If a team has a dispute over a game score, they should report it to
their Coordinator. The Coordinator has the responsibility to resolve
the dispute by determining the correct game score. If there is a
change to a game score, the Coordinator has the access rights in
the SWLOA system to change the score for any home game played
by a team in that Coordinators district area.

There is bulk load for contacts from THSLL to SWLOA. This is semi
automatic and should probably be done only by the webmaster. The
bulk load will erase any contacts that were manually entered through
the forms on the SWLOA site.

Examples of How To Use the Search Page

Schedules and game sorting — This section will help when creating
schedules by sorting on the various lists. You can quickly check all of the
schedule constraints. For example sorting on the Inter-District games will
give a list to compare to the required games.

The results from the Search Contacts section contains edit and delete
capability. This is a good way to sort on a given team and check or
update their contact information for the current season. You could also
use this to sort by title to ensure that a Head Coach or Team President is
listed for each team.

There is a link at the bottom of the Search Contacts result page (Email to
the list). This is a mailto link for the displayed list. If your browser is setup
to launch your mail tool then this link will bring up an email compose
window to the contacts on the list.
